• to oversee the financial performance of the school, making sure its money is well spent. 

Community governors are valued members of the team and play a vital role and give their time and commitment to helping us 

to continue to improve the school's performance, also, to play their part in ensuring that our pupils fulfil their aspirations.  

Full training and support will be available to help you develop into the role. This will include in-house mentoring and support, 

as well as access to external governor training.
