SCHEDULE 1

Conversion of Footway to Shared Use path

Pinewood Crescent, Hermitage

1. East side, from the junction with the Village Hall access road for approximately 70
metres to the corner opposite the junction with Blake Road.

2. South side, immediately east of the junction with Blake Road for approximately 3 metres

Blake Road, Hermitage
1. East side, from the junction with Pinewood Crescent for approximately 25 metres.

2. Southward for approximately 95 metres, from opposite number 19 Blake Road to the
end of the current footway adjacent to the entrance to Hermitage Telephone Exchange.

Yattendon Road, Hermitage

1. South side, eastward from level with the top end of footpath Hermitage/16/1 for
approximately 14 metres.
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
